Department of Finance Senior Securities Analyst Patricia Highley will offer a presentation on 
Smart Investing; Investing Basics and Investment Fraud during a breakout session.  The department also will 
have a booth where attendees can receive free educational information on investment and consumer fraud. 

In addition to the Department of Finance’s participation, experts from the College of Southern Idaho Office on 

Aging, the IRS, the Idaho Attorney General’s Office, Pocatello Neighborhood Housing Services, the Area 

V Agency on Aging Senior Medicare Patrol (SMP), and the Nampa Police Department will be presenting 
information and tips on how to avoid scams and abuse that target senior citizens.
